New York State Requirements for Arts Education

At the elementary level, in grades 1-6, the New York State Education Department (NYSED) requires that students
receive instruction in dance, music, theater and visual arts in every grade. In addition, NYSED recommends that
students spend a specific allocation of hours learning in the arts.i

At the middle school level, in grades 7 and 8, the NYSED expects that students achieve, by the end of grade 8, one
half-unit of study in visual arts and one half-unit of study in music. NYSED has allowed schools to offer any two of the
art forms to meet the requirements.

At the high school level, the New York State Education Department requires that all students graduate having
taken one unit or two credits in the arts (dance, music, theater and/or visual arts). High schools have the
option of offering a three or five year sequence in any one of the four art forms. Students who complete five
units in a single art form and successfully complete the exit exam in that art form are eligible to receive a
Regents Endorsed Diploma with advanced designation in the arts.

Description of School’s Arts Programs

This school has submitted the following description of its arts program:

Our school offers each elementary and middle school student an opportunity to experience the Arts. The Fine Arts Program consists of three 12-week
cycles for Kindergarten through 8th grade and a general and instrumental music program for our music students 2x per week. Our goal is to create an
awareness and appreciation of the Arts. We strive to make connections between the Arts and Academic subjects to enhance the learning experience of all
of our students. Our students actively engage in the Art process to produce both visual and Performing Arts.
