New York State Requirements for Arts Education

At the elementary level, in grades 1-6, the New York State Education Department (NYSED) requires that students
receive instruction in dance, music, theater and visual arts in every grade. In addition, NYSED recommends that
students spend a specific allocation of hours learning in the arts.i

At the middle school level, in grades 7 and 8, the NYSED expects that students achieve, by the end of grade 8, one
half-unit of study in visual arts and one half-unit of study in music. NYSED has allowed schools to offer any two of the
art forms to meet the requirements.

At the high school level, the New York State Education Department requires that all students graduate having
taken one unit or two credits in the arts (dance, music, theater and/or visual arts). High schools have the
option of offering a three or five year sequence in any one of the four art forms. Students who complete five
units in a single art form and successfully complete the exit exam in that art form are eligible to receive a
Regents Endorsed Diploma with advanced designation in the arts.

Description of School’s Arts Programs

This school has submitted the following description of its arts program:

P.S./1.5.119 offers vocal music, instrumental music and theatre. In addition to instruction during the day, there are programs available after school, open
to all students. The instrumental music program includes keyboards, string orchestra, concert band, guitar ensemble and a pit band for the school
musical. The vocal music program includes choruses that sing a variety of styles and repertoire. The theatre program offers students an opportunity to
act, write, direct, design and build sets, design lighting and sound, dance and sing in both dramatic and musical theatre settings. Students perform
concerts at our school twice per year, in the local community and at music festivals. Students and teachers from all arts disciplines collaborate on the
annual musical and concerts. The arts program is carefully designed to connect with the other subject areas and to meet NYS Common Core Standards,
State and National Standards for the Arts and the NYC Blueprint for the Arts. Creative problem-solving, community participation, self-discipline,
long-term planning and goal-setting are developed in the arts program and prepare the students to adapt to the increasingly dynamic and changing world
in which they live.
