DIRECTIONS for Music Center:
Materials: Data sheet, switch (i.e. jellybean, Big Red, buddy button), Powerlink adapter (to plug CD/tape player into along with switches to allow switch access control), BigMac, or multi-celled Voice Output Device (VOD), appropriate and/or Generic Music overlay and/OR Vocab, CDs, tapes
Goals: 

1. Students will choose between CDs/Music to decide what they want to listen to.

2. Students will activate the switch in order to keep the music playing.
3. Students will use their speech and/or Mayer-Johnson PCS to tell whether they “liked” or “didn’t like” the book and to make additional comments, i.e. fast, slow, loud, quiet.

1. Ask student(s) what CD/ Music they want to listen to.  

2. Have students choose between 2-5 Music choices by pointing, speech, eye-gaze, gesture, etc.

3. Read the title of CD and the name of the artist of each book.

4. Model/ Demonstrate to the student(s) how to activate the 
switch to control the music.
5. When the music stops (and they are required to access the switch again) prompt them to hit the switch if they want to hear “more”, ask if they are “finished” or if they want to listen to something different.  Allow them to tell you using the “more”, “finished”, or “yes” and “no” PCS.
6. Encourage the student to use their speech or Mayer-Johnson symbols to comment on the Music using describing words, i.e. funny, silly, beautiful, boring, yucky and tell whether they “liked” or “didn’t like” the music.

7. Fill out the Music Data Sheet.
