2 DAYS before Park Trip

Split into 2 groups/ Centers to read: The Grocery Book & The Picnic Book

*for the Grocery book: use Reading symbols for “turn the page”, “my turn”

*for The Picnic book: use same symbols from above along with the different animals in the book overlay for Tech 4 & Cheap 8

* at LUNCH (teacher get surveys and prepare charts for class, prepare AAC devices by making 2 copies of food symbols)

Review Surveys---Make a chart for each question

Chart 1: Soda, juice, water 

Chart 2: pasta salad, potato salad, chips

Chart 3: pizza, chicken, sandwiches 

Chart 4: Brownie/Cake, fruit salad, Rice Crispie treats

Choose what students want to make/ buy at the store

**** Remind any additional staff and/ or related service providers of the trip, send a reminder to parents, double-check on transportation

1 DAY before

Review/ Make grocery lists

Go to the grocery store with lists & money

Categorize/ Arrange foods (refrigerator/ cupboard)

* LUNCH  (teacher double-check to make sure you have all the symbols you need for cooking)

Prepare foods for the next day (because of time and expense, maybe prepare only one dish for the picnic)

**** Make sure everyone who is accompanying you to the park is ready (OT, PT, etc.)

DAY of Park Trip

Pack up things for trip to the park, review “I Spy” cards and groupings

Go to the Park

Use “I Spy” grid to locate things

* Take pics of rec/ leisure activities and of the pond, trees, and grass

Upon return to school:

Print out pics from the park and begin choosing ones for the student’s books

* Teacher print out all pics for students’ writing

1 DAY AFTER Park Trip

Teacher read and model book that she wrote using the pictures from yesterday

Print out pics from the park and begin choosing ones for the student’s books, choose 3-10 pages/ pics depending on student level, glue on pages

Read adapted book “The Park” and teacher match up real pics of different environments (pond, trees, grass) when reading the book

Split up into 2 groups, students help to match up animals to environments

Finish activity w/ environments and/ or continue gluing pics into books

2 DAYS AFTER Park Trip

Use template of colors with subject, verb, object, adjective depending on student’s level to begin writing about park trip

Show choices of animals we saw in the park and have students vote on which was their favorite, use device to count along when each new person’s vote is added to graph

Repeat activity with choices of rec/leisure activity
