	Reasons for the Functional Behavior Assessment

· Identification of problem behavior (defined specifically: who, what, where, how much, how long)

· Definition of problem behavior in concrete terms (NYCRR 200.1 ( r ) (Choose the most disruptive or unsafe behavior that impedes with a student's learning or the learning of others)

	Summary of Informant Data and Review of Student's Records   

	The FBA shall, as appropriate, be based on multiple sources of data including, but not limited to:

· information from the student (example: student interview)

· the student’s teacher(s) and/or related service provider (s) (example: teacher anecdotal reports, FAIT – Functional Assessment Interview Tool)

· Skill / Performance strengths and deficits

· a review of available data and information from the student’s record (example: academic, attendance, social history, behavior reports, physical – medical status etc.)

· other sources including any relevant information provided by the student’s parent / guardian (example: Interview of People in the Student's Environment Form)

· Setting events: Context of behavior (time, place activity, people, etc. 

(The FBA shall not be based solely on the student’s history of presenting problem behaviors)

	Summary of Direct Observation Data 

	The FBA shall :

· provide a baseline of the student’s problem behaviors with regard to:     

- frequency

- duration

- intensity and/or latency (across activities, settings, people and times of the day)

· include the information required in section 200.1(r) of this Part in sufficient detail to form the basis for a behavioral intervention plan for the student that addresses antecedent behaviors, reinforcing consequences of the behavior

(Direct data may include ABC Charts, ABC checklists, frequency charts, intensity scales, duration data, etc.)
