Workshop Descriptions
ELEMENTARY LEVEL (K-5)

Workshop A Operation Respect: Empowering K-5 Students to be Allies: Operation Respect will provide a content based and experiential workshop offering concepts and tools, including music and video, to empower students to take the lead in creating a positive school climate. Participants will learn how to support students' transformation from bystanders to upstanders. (For staff serving grades K-5)
Workshop B Partnership With Children -Engaging Group Activities for K-5 Students: Effective school based counseling groups enhance students’ social and emotional development. Success in school and life means learning how to work cooperatively and collaboratively.  Students of every age struggle with self- management, self- awareness, social awareness and relationship skills which impact their academic success. Group activities are essential to teaching children how to get along with each other and jointly work toward a goal.  This interactive workshop will provide participants with a tool kit of activities they can use when running groups with elementary school aged children.  The workshop will be dynamic, participatory and fun. (For staff serving grades K-5)
Workshop C Partnership With Children Developing Strong and Effective Child Study Teams This workshop is dedicated to building capacity of members of school CARE teams. Effective and efficient CARE teams are critical to school functioning as they are the gateway to all student support services. Participants will learn best practices for developing and maintaining  CARE teams that impact student success, lower rates for behavioral incidents and improve overall school climate.  Attendees will learn to identify, collaborate with and build accountability among all stakeholders in the school community.  Attendees will receive materials to be used to facilitate trainings that can be turn-keyed with colleagues
ALL (K-12)

Workshop D Morningside Center - Introduction to Social and Emotional: How IQ and EQ are linked: As teachers we have known for a long time that although IQ can play an important role in life, it is no guarantee of success, virtue or happiness. In 1995 Daniel Goleman’s best-seller Emotional Intelligence popularized the idea of the rational and the emotional mind as inextricably linked in shaping our destiny. Since then a whole field has emerged to promote the healthy development of children and adults through social and emotional skill building. In this interactive workshop participants will be introduced to the latest SEL research, link it to their practice at school and explore best practices, including research based curricula that best help foster SEL in the classroom. 
Workshop E Counseling in Schools  Fostering Resiliency – resilience is the natural human capacity to rebound from a disruption that will develop, in part, to the degree that it is supported by one’s environment. Children in our schools face disruptions that range from the ordinary to the unthinkable. In all cases they will require support from individuals and from their communities to not only rebound but also to grow their resiliency capacity.  In this workshop, Counseling In Schools staff will engage with participants to examine the elements of a school environment that fosters resilience, and explore practical steps that can be taken to implement resiliency-supporting structures.  This workshop will help you examine your individual practice in the context of the environment you can create to foster resilience.   
Workshop F Anti-Defamation League Preventing and Addressing Bias  Participants will engage in interactive activities to examine personal identity, cultural awareness and their influence on one’s own and other’s world view.  The workshop will provide the knowledge, awareness and skills to respond to prejudice and discrimination, and create school environments that are more equitable, safe, respectful and appreciative of diversity.
Workshop G Counseling in Schools Working with Traumatized Students –   Including a “trauma informed practice” in your repertoire of skills for supporting social emotional learning and addressing social and emotional needs of students has become essential.  In this workshop, you will be lead by staff from Counseling In Schools to work with your colleagues to share and further develop your practice in this area.  Attention will be paid to age-appropriate assessment and interventions, family interventions, developing coping strategies, developing effective collaborations within and outside of a school and self-care for the practitioner.
SECONDARY LEVEL (6-12)
Workshop H The Trevor Project: This training provides a foundation for understanding the unique needs of lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender and questioning (LGBTQ) youth, their heightened risk for and the warning signs of suicide and how, as adults who work with youth, we can help and promote resiliency for all youth.  After reviewing current research, we will discuss practical applications for making your school a safer space for all young people, regardless of sexual orientation or gender identity. (For staff serving grades 6-12)
 
Workshop I  Day ONE:  Addressing Teen IPV: A Training for Youth-Serving Professionals. This skill-building presentation discusses the specifics of teen IPV, warning signs, different types of abuse and obstacles that youth face when looking for help. It also covers tips on communicating with youth, community resources related to dating abuse, civil and the criminal law related to domestic violence and the legal options available to youth. (For staff serving grades 6-12)
Workshop J  Anti-Defamation League  Empowering Students to be Allies  Workshop participants will explore the range of behaviors associated with being an ally and engage in opportunities to develop and put into practice skills to respond to name-calling and bullying in their school communities. We will focus on ways to empower students to challenge these behaviors among their peers, enhancing safe and respectful school environments. (For staff serving grades 6-12)
Workshop K Morningside Center- Restorative Approaches: Building and Restoring Community Talking Circles aim to build and maintain a positive teaching and learning environment where all voices are heard and behavioral problems are tackled peacefully and collaboratively. Grounded in a Native American philosophy and practice, Circle processes empower people to take responsibility for their actions and their communities. Students develop social and emotional skills as they share of themselves and strengthen their community. Eventually Circles enable students and teachers to tackle challenging issues such as absenteeism, disruptive and disrespectful behaviors, and conflict. Participants in this interactive workshop will experience a Circle, learn about the foundations of Circles, and explore the ways Circles can foster community and address challenging issues. (For staff serving grades 6-12)
Workshop L Parents and Friends of Lesbians and Gays (PFLAG) Young people are "coming out" at earlier ages and more and more educators and school personnel are working with youth who are lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender (LGBT), or questioning or grappling with issues of sexual orientation and gender identity. This workshop, led by the Safe Schools Program of PFLAG NYC (Parents, Families and Friends of Lesbians and Gays of New York City), will help participants understanding lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender (LGBT) issues from a family perspective. Parents of LGBT youth will talk about their experiences having children come out, and LGBT people will reflect on their own school experiences and their coming out process.
Workshop M Facing History and Ourselves:  Join us as we explore ways to address issues of bullying and student safety in schools. This workshop will feature excerpts from the film Bully, the accompanying Facing History study guide, A Guide to the Film BULLY: Fostering Empathy and Action in Schools, and a number of other classroom-ready Facing History materials. These resources will raise important questions about the impact of upstander behavior and the responsibilities of all members of a school community in creating a safe and respectful learning environment. (For staff serving grades 6-12) NOTE: This is a full day workshop. Participants who chose this workshop will attend Part I in the morning and Part II in the afternoon.
