	BREAKFAST:  Students will

	SENSORY BLOCK

At this time, toileting and changing of individual students are conducted, and they move into and out of sensory group on individual basis.

BREAK OUT GROUPS WITH ROTATION FOR: J.A.R.S, ARTS & CRAFT, SCIENCE, MATH, COOKING, STORY RECALL/ WRITING ACTIVITY, ETC. RELATED TO TEACHER ACTIVITY
	Students using core and content vocabulary on devices / manual boards to comment on how the activities went – like it / did not like; which staff is working with specific student, group, who requires assistance for specific task(s)

Use of communication devices for choice making and participation in activities.

	LUNCH

 1) Engage in language   exchange with server using Big Step by Step (“Hi”, “I’m Hungry” “Thank you”.)

2) Say “Hello” to a staff member.  Big Mack
3) Say “ Hello” to a peer. Big Mack
