SUBJECT:    FY 10 NCLB TRANSFER INCENTIVE FUNDNG


In the spring of 2008, the Department of Education (DOE) launched the No Child Left Behind Public School Choice program (NCLB PSC). NCLB PSC gave parents of eligible students enrolled at Title I Schools in Need of Improvement (SINI) and Schools Under Register Review (SURR) the option to request transfers.

The purpose of incentive funding for schools that receive NCLB PSC transfer students is to create greater opportunities for students at struggling schools to enroll and succeed at schools with strong track records. The per-pupil allocation will encourage high performing schools to enroll and effectively serve more struggling students through NCLB PSC. 

Eligible schools that received students through the 2009-10 NCLB PSC process will receive a one-time funding allocation for each transferring student according to the student’s proficiency levels on the New York State math and ELA exams (for students enrolled as of October 31, 2009).  Allocations are displayed on the attached table.
