SUBJECT:
AIDP SHELTER (STH) ALLOCATIONS


This allocation distributes $8.29 million in State Attendance Improvement Dropout/Prevention (AIDP) resources in support of mandated services and programs for Students Living in Temporary Housing (STH). STH services administered by the Office of School and Youth Development (OSYD) are provided at both schools and shelters. The table below summarizes the allocation as provided by OSYD. 
Program Staffing
In order to target the needs of students in temporary housing, STH field-based staff works in shelters citywide.  Staff are responsible for liaising between the shelters and the schools to provide mandated services under the McKinney Vento Act and perform interventions and attendance outreach services to students in temporary housing situations. 

Field-based positions are scheduled on the assigned school’s table of organization.  Time keeping records are maintained at the assigned school.  The budget allocations are based on 35 hours per week, including salary and fringe.  Schools with staff scheduled to work less than 35 hours per week must report the schedule to the STH Liaisons in their borough office.  
STH Liaisons in the OSYD borough-based offices support schools in collaboration with Children First Networks to meet the needs of students and families in temporary housing.  The borough-based staff oversees the work of the STH field staff and work with schools and shelter staff to support the STH population.  Additionally, the STH central team is responsible for the program citywide. 
OTPS Funds

Other than Personal Services (OTPS) expenditures must be used specifically to ensure that OSYD STH borough programs comply with legal requirements.  Funding is allocated to provide on-site services in shelters, addressing the unique needs of students living in temporary housing.  

Two-thirds of OTPS funds are allocated to the boroughs proportionally based on the number of families in each shelter reported by the Department of Homeless Services
(DHS) as of June 30, 2010.  One-third of OTPS funding is allocated based on the annual census of students living in shelters and attending schools as documented in Automate the School (ATS) for school year 2008-09.  
Programmatic information is provided by the Office of School and Youth Development (OSYD).

Below is a summary of the STH AIDP allocation. Allocations for field-based staff are provided directly to the schools. Table 1 provides the allocation by school.
