SUBJECT:    FY10 Surplus Rollover – Second Round


The FY10 Surplus Rollover program allowed schools that generated surpluses in select allocation categories to transfer these surpluses to their FY11 budgets. All CFN schools, District 75 schools (Citywide Special Education), and District 79 programs (Alternative Programs) which met the eligibility requirements detailed in SAM 04:FY10 Surplus Roll were allowed to participate in the program.  This adjustment allocates the second portion of the FY10 surplus.  The first round was released with the initial allocations this past June.
Allocation Procedure
This allocation releases the remaining ten percent (10%) of the schools’ surplus rollover amount based upon the financial conditions below. Due to the tight fiscal constraints this year, the eligibility requirements for release of the second portion have been eased.  Schools were only subject to the shortened list of requirements displayed below.  In order to preserve fiscal stability, all schools should follow the sound budget practices detailed in SAM 04 throughout the year. 
Surplus Rollover Conditions
1. No allocation categories should be over-scheduled.  Schools are held accountable for any allocation category overscheduled by more than $100.  TL ASA HH is exempt from this condition.  The roll amount for a school is reduced by any overscheduled balances above $100 that appear on a school’s Table of Organization (TO) at year-end in FY10.
2. No funds should be scheduled in the following allocation categories:
· TL Mid Year Hold Harmless
· TL Temporary CFES
· TL Temporary FY10 Shortfall 
· TL ASA for Anticipated Allocations
· TL ASA Returns from Leave
The roll amount will be reduced by any amounts scheduled in these allocation categories at the end of FY10.
The second portion of the FY10 Rollover Surplus Rollover will be placed in TL One-Time Allocations, TL One-Time Allocations HS, TL Instructional Programs and TL Instructional Programs CW allocation categories.
