SUBJECT:    STUDENT SUPPORT ALLOCATION


The supplemental support allocation will provide supplementary funding to targeted groups of schools to enhance/extend support to their students.  The goal of this initiative is to improve Level I and II students’ literacy and mathematics skills by providing them with additional instructional opportunities.  Schools are encouraged to be strategic in determining which instructional practices will align with the school’s curriculum and instructional program to achieve the greatest gains.   

The allocation was based on the following criteria:

· Schools that meet an “eligibility threshold” of 67% of students enrolled as of 11/3/2010 who scored a level 1 or level 2 on their spring 2010 NYS ELA or math exam are eligible to receive the allocation.

· “Eligibility threshold” is calculated by dividing the total number of students enrolled at the school scoring level 1 or level 2 on their spring 2010 NYS ELA or math exam by the total number of students enrolled in grades 4 – 8.

· Eligible schools are funded $200 per student for the number of students who scored a level 1 or level 2 on the spring 2010 NYS ELA or math exam in excess of the total number of students enrolled on the 10/31/09 audited register scoring level 1 or level 2 on the spring 2009 NYS ELA or math exams, but no less than $6,000 and no more than $65,000.

Guidelines for Supplemental Allocation: 

Schools receiving this allocation must submit a support plan to their CFN team for approval that demonstrates the most appropriate use of these funds to support improvement efforts.

Specifically, these funds may be used to support direct services to students and associated professional development; (including per session, per diem and prep coverage); the purchase of supplemental instructional materials, books, and supplies; and strategies to increase student achievement.

 Funds will be placed in the Division of School Support and Instruction (DSSI) locations via the Galaxy Transfer Utility System.   The Children First Network (CFN) team will release funding once the school’s plan has been approved.
