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GIFTED AND TALENTED
The New York City Gifted & Talented Program is an instructional service for students identified as gifted and talented.  The goal of the Gifted & Talented assessments is to identify eligible students using a standardized process.  Admission to all K-3 self-contained Gifted & Talented Programs is determined by a two-part assessment that measures a wide range of intellectual abilities. 

The allocation provides funds to offset the costs associated with the administration of the Gifted & Talented admission assessments.  Similar to the 2010-2011 administration, funding is put in place to help cover the costs of hiring substitute teachers to support regular classroom educators who are needed to administer the assessments to students who submitted the Request for Testing form prior to the November 28 deadline.  Substitutes may be hired and utilized by the schools at the principal’s discretion. Allocations are based on the number of allotted coverage days (number of students being assessed) multiplied by a per diem rate of $154.97.  Kindergarten will receive one day of funding for every 10 students being tested while schools testing students in Grade 1 – 2 will receive one day of funding for every 15 students being tested.  The attached table provides the allocations per school. Allocations should be scheduled in TL Talented and Gifted. 

Please begin your testing. If additional funds become available, the number of days allocated for substitute teachers may increase.  Funding will be available through February 10.  If you have questions please contact Eileen Turnbull at Eturnbull@schools.nyc.gov.
