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Under Children First reforms, all schools have been given the power to choose the specific support organization that best meets the unique needs of their staff and students. In School Allocation Memorandum No. 2, “Children First Network Support & Operating Supplement”, schools received funds to purchase services from the Children First Network (CFN) of their choice. Pending finalization of their CFN choice, schools set aside funds from their Children’s First Network Support Allocation (“Set Aside for CFN”) to cover this cost.

Now that the selection process is complete, funds from Children’s First Network Support Allocation are being shifted to new allocation categories to reflect each school's choice. These funds are being auto-moded into the following allocation category: TL NETWORK SUPPORT FEES.
In addition, the set-aside funds, “Set Aside for CFN”, are also being released back into the “TL Children First Funding/HS” allocation category.

The attached allocation table reflects the CFN payment amount being auto-moded into the new allocation category for each school. The new allocation category is frozen to modifications in Galaxy with view access only. Schools needing assistance regarding this allocation should contact their CFN budget liaison.
