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OCCUPATIONAL and PHYSICAL THERAPIST (OT/PT) Allocations
The emphasis of school-based occupational and physical therapy is to help students access the academic environment and participate, to the maximum extent possible, in educationally related activities. This memorandum provides resources for Occupational Therapists (OTs) and Physical Therapists (PTs). 
OTs and PTs are hired to work within the Department of Education in order to meet IEP mandates for the related services of Physical and Occupational therapy. They are responsible for evaluating and treating students with disabilities, maintaining daily progress and attendance records, writing progress reports, attending IEP meetings, and recommending adaptive equipment, environmental accommodations, or assistive technology.

The funding distribution was based on current hires and vacancies scheduled in Galaxy. Schools do not have use of accruals in this allocation category. Service and funding alignment are managed through the Transfer Utility by the CFNs.  
Allocations for OT/PT have been placed in the Galaxy Transfer Utility System under the following allocation categories TL RS Physical Therapist PS Shared and TL RS Occupational Therapist PS Shared.
