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Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) Program
This allocation provides resources for schools to provide a specialized program for students with Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) in inclusionary and self-contained settings.
The program uses the standard public school academic framework, with substantially the same activities found in other classes on that grade level, but with the environmental modifications and individual adaptations that children with ASD need.  In addition to the standard academic curriculum, specialized curricula and strategies that foster relationship development, adaptive skills, sensory/motor development, self-regulation and language and communication development are infused throughout the day. 


The allocation is based on any of the following:

· A reduced class size model that provides services to ASD students in an integrated co-teaching setting  

· A self-contained model that provides intensive services and supports to ASD students

· A model that provides SETSS and paraprofessional support in a general education classroom

· A model that uses an integrated co-teaching approach to support  ASD students in all classroom settings

The allocation is based on a reduced class size model that provides services to ASD students in an inclusionary setting.  The model supports the following:


· Class room teachers (special & general education)

· Coverage

· Mandated related services 

· Per Session activities
· Educational software (i.e. Boardmaker) 

· Equipment (i.e. weighted vests, cushions, fidgets)

· Supplies (i.e. laminating materials)

Programmatic information provided by Division for Students with Disabilities and English Language Learners.

Schools participating in the ASD program will receive funding in the TL ASD and TL C4E ASD allocation categories.  Schools participating in the ASD Summer program will receive funding in the TL ASD Summer allocation category.
