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Criteria in Grades 3 - 8
In order to support over-age/previously-retained (OA/PR) students with standard promotion criteria retained in June 2012, a per capita allocation of $336 will be provided to schools for these students.  Schools should work with their CFN instructional, youth development and budget staff to plan for and implement targeted interventions tailored to the specific individual needs of this population.  
Examples of how this allocation may be used to support OA/PR students include:

· teacher per session for individual or small group tutoring before/after the regular summer program

· teacher per session for push–in support to targeted students

· guidance counselor/social worker per session for guidance services

· paraprofessional per session

· funding may also be used for attendance teacher outreach for those students with poor attendance during the 2011-12 school year.
Funding will be allocated in TL Summer School Support for OAPR Students and TL Summer School Support for OAPR Students CW.
