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FY13 Race to the Top: Supplemental Funding for New Schools
During SY13, new schools were opened to replace phase-out schools and to use under-utilized space.    

For new schools replacing phase out schools in Restructuring status, Race to the Top funds will be used to adopt strong instructional models to help improve student outcomes. For new schools that are NOT replacing a phase out school in Restructuring status, Race to the Top funds will be used to supplement expenses associated with a) participation in professional development activities to implement optional statewide curricula and curriculum-embedded formative assessments based on enhanced New York State Standards (including the Common Core Standards); b) participation in NYS-sponsored professional development activities to implement Response to Intervention (RtI); and c) development of local and formative assessments across all grade levels and subject areas.  
Allocation Methodology

The calculated base allocation was defined considering school status (Persistently Lowest Achieving /Restructuring, etc) and budget availability.  Funds for this allocation include OTPS and PS funds.  Allocations to schools are shown on the attached Table 1. 

Guidelines for Race to the Top Allocations
Schools receiving this allocation must refer to their approved Comprehensive Educational Plan (CEP) in determining the most appropriate use of funds to support improvement efforts. Please see Galaxy for the specific cost factors for each specific allocation category (cost factors are subject to modification during the school year).

Schools that were asked to develop a customized “school improvement plan” (Summer 2012) to share how they will utilize Race to the Top funds, must adhere to this plan and consult with the Office of New Schools in the Division of Portfolio Planning before making any programmatic or budget changes. 
Please note that only CFNs will be able to schedule these funds in Galaxy since the Allocation Categories will be market as CFN only.

Please be advised that we have created several Allocation Categories unique to the RTTT Activity Codes.  Allocations to schools are shown on the attached Tables 2 and 3.

Recordkeeping Requirements:

· 2012-2013 School Comprehensive Educational Plan (CEP)

· Purchase orders and other documents related to OTPS expenditures

· Sign-in sheets and agendas for staff development and/or parent involvement activities
· All vendors must be ARRA approved with the addendums in their contracts
· “Time and effort” documentation certifying how each employee that is fully or partially funded by RTTT divides his or her time between grant-funded activities vs. other duties.
· Inventory records must be maintained at the school level.  All equipment and textbooks must have asset tags which say “Property of NYC DOE” and “Funded by ARRA” and contain a serial number to crosswalk to the inventory list.
Processing for Race to the Top teacher per session is done at the CFN level, therefore funding is allocated to Networks under the following Allocation Categories: 
· ARRA RTTT New School Per Session B1
· ARRA RTTT New School Per Session B3
· ARRA RTTT New School Per Session B4
· ARRA RTTT New School Per Session E1
These per session allocations can be found in Table 4.
