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Substance Abuse and Violence Prevention/Intervention Program 
This memorandum presents resource allocations supporting substance abuse and violence prevention programs administered by the Office of Safety and Youth Development, the Children First Network, and school Principals. The venture is divided into two funding streams:  

· New York State Office of Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Services (OASAS), including state, required local match, and private funds.  
· ARRA Education Jobs Bill Funding.
SAPIS 
In order to target the needs of individual schools, Substance Abuse Prevention and Intervention Specialists (“SAPIS”) that are assigned to a school full time will continue to report directly to the Principal. Itinerant SAPIS (serve multiple schools) and Level 3 SAPIS workers (provide support to other SAPIS in addition to providing direct services) will be managed by the Office of School and Youth Development in conjunction with the Children First Network. 

The SAPIS worker will be responsible for providing violence and drug prevention and intervention services to the students at the school to which he or she is assigned. The SAPIS worker will provide students with prevention services which include, but are not limited to: individual, group, family and crisis counseling; classroom presentations; peer programming; social skills groups; and, where necessary, referrals for professional services.   

If your school did not receive SAPIS services, but you would like to request services, you may contact the Office of Safety and Youth Development or Children First Network.  Due to FY13 budget constraints; there will be no new hiring or backfilling of vacancies for the 2012-2013 school year. Requests for services will be reviewed based on school need and available staffing resources.  

TIME KEEPING 
Because SAPIS positions are included on the assigned school’s table of organization and are under the Principal’s supervision, the time keeping must be maintained at the assigned school. 
OTPS FUNDS 
To support program services schools will receive $1,000 for Other Than Personal Services (OTPS) for each SAPIS on their Table of Organization (TO) and budget.  These funds will be placed in the OASAS Sub Abuse OTPS allocation category and are in addition to the allocation for the SAPIS salaries.     
STATE OASAS 
OASAS program funds are calculated by school to align with payroll.  Services are provided to schools based on the following criteria:
· a review of school incident data, attendance rates, and the social/emotional needs of students;
· request for services from the principal; and /or

· designation as persistently dangerous or impact. 

ARRA Ed Jobs Funding

Education Jobs Bill funding are supplementing the loss of Federal Title IV funds.  This funding will only be provided for one year.  The Ed Jobs funds are covering the summer salary cost for a select number of SAPIS workers.
Allocations will be placed in school locations in the following allocation categories: OASAS SUB ABUSE and TL Education Jobs Bill Funding. Allocations may also be placed in the following Pass Thru allocation categories: (OASAS County Initiative Prevention, OASAS School Based Initiative, OASAS Student Assistance Pgm, OASAS The Gateway Drug Program, OASAS Student Assistance Pgm (City Council), OASAS C.O.S.A Drug Program, OASAS Early Intervention Alcohol/Project, OASAS Easy Does It) to fund SAPIS salaries as displayed in Table 3.
