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Middle School Quality Initiative Expansion
Part 1: MSQI Cohort 1 Schools; Parent Teacher Home Visit Project

As part of the Middle School Quality Initiative (MSQI) this year, four Middle Schools will be receiving funding to improve their parent engagement model. They are partnering with the Parent Teacher Home Visit Project (PTHVP), a vendor that specializes in improving family engagement in schools through a cycle of family visits. 

Schools will receive allocations based on their current 6th grade enrollment and number of staff participating in the project. Schools will receive per session/per diem for training, conducting home visits, and attending implementation support meetings throughout the school year.

Part 2: Middle School Quality Initiative and Assessment Practice Grant Expansion Schools

As part of a collaboration between MSQI and the Assessment Practice Grant (APG) program, 26 schools within 5 CFN networks will be receiving funding to implement a uniform and comprehensive assessment strategy based on a clear plan with delineated benchmarks throughout the year. The funding will be provided to schools so staff can attend MSQI workshops and grade-level team meetings. Additionally, funding will be used to purchase assessment materials. 

Schools will receive ongoing implementation support from their networks and the MSQI central team and will be monitored throughout the year.  Funds are available to be used for (1) OTPS purchases and (2) Per Session and Per Diem for all titles. 

The attached table displays the allocations for each school that will receive funding for participating in the Parent Teacher Home Visit Project and the Middle School Quality Initiative and Assessment Practice Grant Expansion Work.
