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Hurricane Sandy Register Relief
This memorandum provides funding for Hurricane Sandy related register increases after the Fair Student Funding audited register snapshot.  
In 2012-2013 schools will receive the Fair Student Funding grade weight and portfolio weight allocation based on pupils on the audited register as of October 26th, the last day schools were opened before Hurricane Sandy.  Typically, schools do not receive Fair Student Funding grade and portfolio weight allocations for students enrolled after the audited register deadline.  Given the devastation of Hurricane Sandy, and the impact of the associated pupil relocations thereafter, we are providing a supplemental allocation to schools enrolling pupils after schools reopened on November 5th.  Consistent with the Fair Student Funding mid-year adjustment for register increases, TL Hurricane Sandy Register relief is a discretionary fund source which will be funded at 100% of the Fair Student Funding formula amount and pro-rated for the percent of the year remaining after the pupil is enrolled.  

The preliminary adjustment will be based on students admitted between November 5th and November 16th under the Hurricane Sandy admission code in the pupil data system Automate The Schools (“ATS”).  Schools will be adjusted for students enrolled due to hurricane related relocations through the end of January. 
In order to ensure FEMA reimbursement of hurricane related expenses, please note the following:

· Personal Services (PS): Schools should be sure to select the appropriate attributes in Galaxy to describe the service, and use the program field and comments to provide additional narrative information about how costs are related to the hurricane. 
· Other than Personal Services (OTPS): For OTPS encumbrances and expenditures, FAMIS has been updated to capture pertinent details of TL Hurricane Sandy Register Relief OTPS purchase orders.  Schools will be expected to submit the details via FAMIS with necessary documentation retained and available upon request.  In order to minimize the administrative burden of form completion, schools should aggregate disaster-related orders to the extent possible, being sure to segregate applicable expenses from non-disaster costs.
