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Small School Athletic League Initiative
The Small School Athletic League is a grassroots program that facilitates interscholastic competitions in volleyball, soccer, baseball, and softball for 1,500 student-athletes in 37 NYC DOE high schools. This interscholastic sports model will provide year round athletics and twelve month wrap around services including life coaches and academic tutors. 

The Small Schools Athletic League’s mission is to improve student-athlete’s academic performance, behavioral outcomes, and attendance by facilitating interscholastic sports competitions tailored to the unique needs of small schools, bringing increased access to interscholastic sports for New York City public high school students.

The Small Schools Athletic League is expected to build the capacity of school personnel to build and sustain an innovative interscholastic sports program that will improve academic outcomes, attendance and social metrics, as well as improving school tone and culture. Schools currently participating in the Small Schools Athletic Leagues 2013-2014 divisions will receive funding in the amount of $686.00 per team.
