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Partnership for Assessment of Readiness for College and Careers (PARCC) Field Tests School Allocation
The Partnership for Assessment of Readiness for College and Careers (PARCC) is a consortium of 18 states that work together to develop a common set of K-12 assessments in English and Math.  In spring 2014, the PARCC assessments will be field-tested with over one million students in participating states. In New York City, 99 schools are expected to participate (either online or paper and pencil) in the Performance-Based Assessments (March 24 – April 11, 2014), the End-of-Year Assessments (May 5 – June 6, 2014), or both. This allocation provides funds to offset the per diem and per session costs associated with training and preparation for administration of the PARCC Field Tests at the school.

Per Diem costs for staff who attended the PARCC Field Test training in February and who will attend the training in April are based on the number of test and technology coordinators (a maximum of 2) who attend one training session. If a school is participating in online testing, it will receive an allocation for one test coordinator and one technology coordinator. If a school is participating in paper and pencil testing, it will receive an allocation for one test coordinator only. If a school is participating in both the Performance-Based Assessments and the End-of-Year Assessments and is invited to both the February and April trainings, it will receive an allocation for one training only. 

The allocation also provides funds to offset the costs to participating schools of preparing for the PARCC Field Tests. Schools that are participating in online testing will receive an allocation of ten per session hours, and schools participating in paper and pencil testing will receive an allocation of five per-session hours to prepare for the PARCC Field Test administration.   

Funds are to be scheduled in the allocation category TL PARCC Pilot and can be used to support work throughout FY14. Unspent funds from this allocation cannot be rolled over into FY15 school budgets.

The attached table includes the per-session allocations per school. Schools will be expected to provide a detailed account of the use of these funds upon request.
