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Tripod Student Survey Support
Beginning in the 2013-14 school year, all NYC schools will implement Advance, the teacher evaluation and development system which meets the requirements of New York State regulation 3012-c. In partial fulfillment of this regulation, NYCDOE will pilot the Tripod Student Survey in select schools in May and June 2014 (FY14).

In the spring of FY14, schools selected for the pilot will receive Tripod Support funds to facilitate the implementation of the survey. Specifically, every school will be required to designate one or more coordinators to handle logistics, communication, teacher/proctor training, and other administrative duties related to the survey within their schools. We estimate that each coordinator will spend up to 12 hours of work on tasks related to survey implementation. It is also possible that some schools will need to spend money on materials, such as printing translations, purchasing tape or packing material for return shipments, or copying proctor instructions. Therefore, participating schools will receive $1,086 to cover coordinators’ time and/or purchase necessary materials. As such, this allocation can be used flexibly, but must be scheduled and spent within the standard procurement calendar and associated deadlines. 

Funds are to be scheduled in the allocation category TL Tripod Student Survey and can be used to support work throughout FY14. Unspent funds from this allocation cannot be rolled over into FY 15 school budgets.
Schools choosing to use these funds for per session purposes should refer to Chancellor’s Regulation 175 (C-175) for per session instructions, including the process for approval of per session hours, and necessary documentation for payment for per session activities. Documentation must include: applications for the posting, time cards, and time sheets. Additional evidence for supporting activities can include: team agendas, meeting minutes and school wide memos to teachers and staff, among other things. Schools should be prepared to present this evidence upon request. Supporting documentation is required and must be accurate in the event of an audit or costs will be disallowed and future funding endangered.
