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In FY11, the allocation category Early Grade Class Size Reduction (EGCSR-State) was renamed “School Support Supplement”, however, it does not change the school allocations.
The change in name reflects a decision made by New York State in FY08 to convert EGCSR (State) into unrestricted Foundation Aid.  Although no longer required to do so by New York State, in FY08, the DOE chose to continue EGCSR (State) in order to minimize disruptions to schools during a year in which both a new school allocation method – Fair Student Funding -- and the new State-mandated Contract for Excellence program were implemented for the first time.  The DOE will maintain the FY11 a/c name “School Support Supplement” for EGCSR (State), allowing schools more flexibility to use funds to either open classrooms or provide push-in and team teaching methods.  
In FY14 all schools traditionally receiving these funds will now receive a combination of School Support Supplement and Title IIA Supplemental funding, in order to promote operational flexibility and equity in budget adjustment calculations (see SAM1 Fair Student Funding) across schools. All schools will receive an allocation consisting of approximately 60% School Support Supplement and 40% Title IIA Supplemental funding. In FY 12, due to a drop in New York State’s share of US poverty, New York State and New York City experienced reductions in certain federal funding that uses this data to allocate monies to the states. As a result, the Title II-A Supplement funding was reduced by 12.06% across-the-board.
Schools may use School Support Supplement funds to retain classes formerly funded with State EGSCR allocations as well as to support other instructional priorities as needed. “Title IIA Supplemental” funds will continue to support reduced class size in FY 14, as described in SAM #26.
