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Transitional Bilingual and Dual Language Programs Supplemental Instructional Materials.

This memorandum provides resources to schools with transitional bilingual and dual language programs to purchase supplemental instructional materials that address the linguistics needs of all students while engaging them in CCLS aligned instruction. Grants will be allotted to individual schools for the amount of $1,000 - $ 1,500.

In selecting materials, consider using the NYC DOE Literacy Instructional Material Review Rubric to ensure materials are aligned to the CCLS. Particular attention should be placed on Domain 5 of the rubric which considers how these instructional materials respond to the varying needs of our ELLs as well as provide accessibility to CCLs curriculum.

Awarded schools are able to use the funds for:

· Acquire supplemental instructional resources to strengthen existing and new programs.

· Acquire additional native language classroom libraries 
Allocations will be placed in each school’s budget under the allocation categories Rollover Title III LEP.  Schools should schedule their allotments to support the award requirements.  These funds should be scheduled for use during the summer.
