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New York State Textbook, Hardware and Software Allocation – Part II: Partially Opted-In Schools with a NYSTL Balance
In SAM #10, schools that partially opted to participate in the Core Curriculum offering had 100% of their NYS Textbooks, Hardware and Software withheld.  This allocation memorandum releases the remaining balances for partially-opted in schools that have placed their Core Curriculum orders.  

The total entitlement (sum of the Textbook, Hardware and Software) is subtracted from the total amount of core curriculum orders placed as of 08/28/13.  Any remaining balance will be returned to schools.  The remaining funds will be placed in the allocation category:

TL NYSTL Textbooks

TL NYSTL Textbooks HS 
TL NYSTL Textbooks CW

Please note that schools needing more core curriculum materials will have to order through FAMIS Portal’s E-Catalog.   
Please be reminded that for FY14 NYS Textbook, Hardware and Software funds can be used interchangeably.  Although the funds are being placed in the allocation categories indicated above, schools can still purchased NYSTL approved hardware and software items using the NYSTL Textbooks allocation categories, Schools will need to modify the auto-scheduled items in these allocation categories into any of the other interchangeable NYSTL titles.
Cost Factor Update

In addition to the changes in state education law that allowed NYSTL Hardware, Software and Textbook funds to be used interchangeably, NYSTL Hardware, Software and Textbook can be utilized to purchase library books.  Therefore, the library books title has been added to the cost factor schedules for these allocation categories in Galaxy. However, NYSTL Library Books funds can only be used to purchase library books, so no change has been made to that cost factor schedule.
