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Criteria in Grades 3 - 8 – School Year
In July 2013, Chancellor’s Regulation A-501 was updated to expand the overage/previously retained (OA/PR) provision to students with standard criteria in grades 3-8.  During the summer, schools received a $336 per pupil allocation to provide additional academic supports to these students.  These funds were released in SAM #49.  At this time, schools are receiving a per capita allocation of $1200 for OA/PR students with standard criteria who were promoted using the OA/PR provision and students who were retained. This funding is being provided to support these students with additional academic and/or social-emotional supports.
Schools should work with their CFN team members (Budget, Instruction, Response to Intervention, Youth Development, etc.) to target interventions tailored to the individual needs of each of these students.   
Examples of how this allocation may be used to support OA/PR students include:

· teacher per session for individual or small group tutoring before or after school or on weekends
· teacher costs for push–in support to targeted students

· guidance counselor/social worker costs or per session for guidance services

· paraprofessional costs or per session

Funding will be allocated in the TL School Support for OAPR Students allocation category.
