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Grade K-8 Literacy Assessment Program Allocations
The Office of Academic Quality’s Periodic Assessment (PA) Program provides funding to schools across clusters to support the use of diagnostic literacy assessments and writing prompts in grades K-8 that meet the educational objectives of the Periodic Assessment Program and/or the Measures of Student Learning (MOSL) work, as part of the new teacher evaluation system, Advance.

The 2013-14 Periodic Assessment expectations are for schools to demonstrate strong formative assessment practice. The Periodic Assessment Portfolio provides a variety of supports to help schools address their needs through the procurement of materials, coordination of data transfers, and/or professional development. 

This year, all schools with students in grades K-8 will be closely monitoring their students’ literacy growth as part of the Periodic Assessment program and other DOE and State initiatives, such as Response to Intervention (for K-5). In addition, schools with grades K-8 will be administering NYC Performance Assessments that include a choice of either a running records assessment or writing prompt to meet the requirements for MOSL selections. The administration of these NYC Performance Assessments may require the purchase of kits or texts. As such, all schools with students in grades K-8 will receive funding to support their literacy assessment practice. 

To support literacy assessment programs, 1,164 schools will receive $600 each. These funds can be used for schools’ purchase, implementation, interpretation, and communication of literacy assessments and results including the purchase of kits or materials (i.e., Fountas & Pinnell [F&P], Developmental Reading Assessment [DRA2], Teachers College Reading and Writing Project assessments [TCRWP]), texts from the MOSL Writing Prompt text list, and printing materials (i.e., paper and toner). 

Funds can also be used for per session to support PA or MOSL work. This allocation is supplemental to the funds transferred to schools on August 22, 2013 through SAM #60, and may also be used to pay for services and activities described therein. Unspent funds from this allocation cannot be rolled over into FY 15 school budgets.

The attached table displays the allocation for each school receiving funding for literacy assessment. Funds should be scheduled in the allocation category “TL Literacy Assessment Program”.
