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FY13 Deferred Program Planning Initiative – Remaining Allocation
The Deferred Program Planning Initiative (DPPI) allows schools that generate accruals in select allocation categories to transfer those accruals into the following Fiscal Year (FY) budget. 
Accruals generated based on a $70 per capita were carried into FY14. Of the amount carried into FY14, ninety percent (90%) was allocated in the school’s initial allocation for FY14 (see SAM 06). Program eligibility criteria have been re-evaluated as of the year-end close for FY12.  The remaining ten percent (10%) of the rolled funds held in reserve is now being released to schools that have passed all of the eligibility criteria detailed in SAM 06 at the fiscal year-end.  Where schools failed criteria, failed amounts were deducted from the 10% reserve and the balance was allocated. If a school fails any of the criteria, the amount of the failed criteria will be deducted from the remaining ten percent (10%).  Items may need to be modified in Galaxy to re-align scheduled amounts to the updated allocations.
Schools should contact their CFN Budget Liaison with questions regarding the final DPPI criteria.
Allocations should be scheduled in TL Deferred Program Planning Initiative (HS) (CW) (D79).
