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Service in Schools Learning Grant Allocations
Service in Schools strives to expand the number of NYC students engaged in transformative community service and service learning experiences that enable them to use their voice, skills, and critical thinking to affect positive change in their communities and the world.

Service in Schools provides a range of resources for schools to empower students, as well as recognize and help schools sustain outstanding service and service-learning programs.  Service in Schools is a joint partnership of the NYC Department of Education and NYC Service.

Service in Schools Grant Allocations

In FY 2015, schools were invited to apply to receive two grants from Service in Schools, the Service-Learning Grant and/or the Service in Schools Kids Care Club Grant, to support community service and service learning activities in their school.  These one-time allocations are based on a competitive process and awarded to the schools with the strongest applications. Schools will be asked to report on service projects in the end-of-year Service in Schools survey.

Service-Learning Grant: The 194 selected schools each receive $1,000 to implement or expand student-led service or service-learning projects in their school community. 
Service in Schools Kids Care Club Grant:  The 4 selected schools each receive $500 to develop and sustain their club’s service projects and activities.

Funding support is 100% Tax Levy and may be spent as OTPS or Per Session. Schools should expend the allotted amount prior to June 30. In situations where expenditures are below the allotted amount, schools will not have access to those accruals.  In those cases where the expenditures exceed the allocation, the overage is the financial responsibility of the school.

All purchases using OTPS funds must adhere to purchasing and procurement guidelines as outlined in the Standard Operating Procedures Manual (SOPM).  Questions concerning the Service
in Schools Service-Learning Grant allocations may be referred to Elizabeth Benjamin, Program Manager, Citywide Programs, at ebenjamin2@schools.nyc.gov
Funding will be allocated in the TL Service in Schools or TL Service in Schools CW allocation category.
