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OASAS Youth Development Student Survey 
During November and December 2014, the New York State Office of Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Services required the NYC Department of Education to participate in a state-wide Youth Development Student Survey. Ninety-three middle and high schools were selected to participate in the survey of 7th-12th grade students to identify specific risk and protective factors that schools can modify to reduce problem behaviors and positively impact students’ academic success and social-emotional development. The New York State Youth Development Survey instrument measured factors that are predictive of academic achievement, as well as problem behaviors as substance abuse, underage drinking and gambling. This effort provided important data to support the ongoing provision of effective, targeted prevention and intervention services for young people citywide. 
To partially reimburse schools for any expenses incurred due to participation in the survey as well as to show appreciation for their cooperation, each school will be allocated $1,000 in OTPS to support their social-emotional learning programs for students. The funds will be allocated under allocation category OASAS Survey OTPS.
