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Arts Supplemental Funding in Fair Student Funding
This memorandum provides guidance on planning arts programs using Fair Student Funding and is intended to help schools effectively utilize resources and plan quality arts programming to meet NYSED arts instructional requirements for the upcoming school year.  Allocation amounts represented in this document are for advisory purposes only and have historically been provided to schools for informational purposes at their request.  Schools’ FSF allocations reflect growth for increased salary costs due to collective bargaining agreements.  Based on this overall increase, the per capita amount for supplemental arts programs in FY 2016 is increasing to $67.35 from the FY 2015 per capita of $63.42. Please note that this money is already part of schools’ FSF allocations.  It does not represent new funds.


Schools can schedule their arts supplemental funding using the following FSF allocation categories:

· TL Fair Student Funding

· TL Fair Student Funding HS

When scheduling funds, schools should select the program description ARTS SUPPLEMENT from the drop down list.  All expenditures for arts education should be noted as such in Galaxy so that we can accurately collect spending data on arts education for the annual Arts in Schools Report.
