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Pre-K Program Support
This memorandum allocates funding for family workers and social workers in pre-K classrooms.

Early Childhood Family Workers:  This allocation funds New York State certified early childhood family workers serving some pre-kindergarten classes. Family workers support pre-K families’ entry into school and their understanding of the program and the school community. 
Note that every school with pre-K may not have an assigned early childhood family worker.  Schools that had pre-K funded family workers in FY 2015 will continue to receive funding until such time as the incumbent separates from the school.  Where family workers are no longer on the school’s Table of Organization (T.O.), positions should not be backfilled with pre-K funding.  Positions can be maintained with other school funds at the discretion of the principal.    
Early Childhood Social Workers: In previous years, some social workers were funded on school T.O.s and some were managed centrally. Beginning in FY 2016, all social workers will report to the Family Engagement team within the Division of Early Childhood Education (DECE).  DECE social workers serve Pre-K for All programs across all sites, including district schools, Pre-K Centers, charters and NYCEECs.

School-based early childhood social workers and associated funding will be moved simultaneously to central-based T.O.s.  Social workers will continue to support all schools with pre-K programs to build strong relationships with children and families, differentiate children’s social emotional learning, and empower families to support their children’s education in pre-K and beyond.
