Title III – Project BRAVO – New Dual Language Planning Grant, and Dual 



     Language Consortium
At this time funds are being released for the Dual Language Consortium. Schools previously received funds for Project Bravo in March 2016.
This memorandum provides resources to schools participating in Project BRAVO - New Dual Language Planning Grant Initiative and Dual Language Consortium. Project Bravo participating schools were required to submit program proposals, which were approved by the Division of English Language Learners and Student Support (DELLSS). School allocations for the grant are summarized on the attached table. Project BRAVO provides grants, up to $25,000, for individual schools launching new Dual Language (DL) programs for the 2016-2017 school year. 

DL programs provide instruction in English and a target language to English Language Learners (ELLs) and English proficient students with the goal of promoting bilingualism, bi-literacy, and cross-cultural competence of students.  Upon receipt of these funds the school must adhere to the approved program as per the aforementioned grant. Schools must also collaborate with DELLSS, and attend with an administrator and their designated grant contact person to professional development workshops and meetings provided by DELLSS.

In addition to the Project BRAVO – New Dual Language Planning Grant, a Dual Language Consortium made up of Elementary, Middle, and High Schools will collaborate to form professional learning communities. The goal is to align curricula, develop rigor, instructional practices and expectations horizontally (grade) and vertically (across grades) in all content areas.  This professional learning opportunity will also provide coherence among schools, program continuity, and ensure students are on track to meet the high levels of proficiency required to earn the New York State Seal of Biliteracy. Funds must be used for per session activities. 
Please adhere to the following proposed budget categories and expenditures: 
· Supervisory – per session 

· Teachers – per session 

· Substitute – per Diem 

· Instructional materials 
· Printing costs 

· Library books 

· Software/Hardware 

· Consultant fees

· Parent Involvement

Funds must be scheduled by mid-March and materials must be ordered by April 1, 2016.  All materials must be delivered by June 30, 2016.

DELLSS will engage in collaborative efforts to document the implementation of these programs in accordance with both state and local regulations. As such, there are certain items DELLSS will plan to gather over the course of the year.  These items may include but are not limited to: 

· Meeting agendas for per session work/teachers/parents

· Per session timesheets 

· List of participating teachers and DL students  

· PD Plan(s) and materials 

· Sign-in sheets 

· Curricular resources information

· Schedules 

· Program model information (side by side or self-contained) 

· Family engagement materials 

· Copies of the purchase orders for any materials 

ELL Curriculum Specialists, Compliance and Performance Specialists from DELLSS will visit each school at least two times to support program implementation, evaluate program effectiveness and document best practices.

Allocations will be placed in each school’s budget under the allocation categories Title III Project BRAVO or Title III LEP DL Consortium.
