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Strong Schools, Strong Communities
As Chancellor Fariña announced in January, we are launching the Strong Schools, Strong Communities model for school year 2015-16.   This new model will ensure that every NYC public school student graduates prepared for college, career, and independent living.  The new school support model helps us to achieve this vision by aligning supports to supervision, tailoring supports to individual school needs, and bringing expertise closer to school.


The DOE’s new Strong Schools, Strong Communities plan consists of three key components:

I. The Framework for Great Schools - A roadmap to school improvement for school leaders

II. Enhanced Accountability via new School Quality Guides that give schools and families more and better information about school performance

III. A streamlined system to deliver customized support to schools  

Under the new structure, schools will no longer be directly responsible for the cost of school support services.  Funding previously allocated to schools for this purpose will be managed in two parts: 

· $34,000 will be provisioned to fund staff and services in the new field support service centers

· $16,000 will be allocated to schools for use in programs and services aligned with the goals of the Framework for Great Schools, including associated per session/per diem costs.
