· Programs to close the achievement gap of ELL students and students with disabilities
· At risk speech services

· Reading intervention services that focus on phonics, phonemic awareness, fluency, and            comprehension

· Reinforcement of key mathematics skills

· Professional development for staff
Please note that no more than 10% of this funding may be used for supplies and materials.
