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Title III Immigrant Programs
This memorandum allocates funds from the federal No Child Left Behind Act, Title III, Part A - Immigrant Funds for FY 2016.  The initiative provides additional support to specific districts identified as experiencing a substantial increase in immigrants under Title III, Section 3114(d)(1) of NCLB.  Please note that only districts that meet the criteria under Title III, Section 3114(d)(1) of NCLB are qualified to receive these funds.  The funded districts, as well as the amounts of funding, vary each year.
In November 2014, NYSED afforded school districts the opportunity to revise their spring 2014 submissions to the annual Title III Immigrant Count of Immigrant Children and Youth survey to report counts of children initially present in schools in the United States between November 1, 2011 and October 31, 2014. This count was compared with the count that was submitted in May 2014 to capture the increase of students in districts from May 2014 through October 31, 2014. The reported increase in the number of immigrant children and youth was used to determine the amount allocated to individual districts that had a significant increase in the number of immigrant children and youth.  In FY 2016, the department received a one-time Title III Supplemental Immigrant allocation reflecting the increase in our immigrant student population. 

All community school districts are qualified to receive Title III, Part A - Immigrant and/or Supplemental Immigrant Funds for FY 2016.  Approximately $5.1 million is allocated to schools that generate $1,500 or more in funding.
Title III, Part A - Immigrant Funds can be used for activities that provide enhanced instructional opportunities for immigrant students.  Please note that immigrant students are not necessarily English Language Learners (ELLs) and ELLs may or may not be immigrants.
Permitted uses of these funds include the following activities:
· Family literacy, parent outreach, and training activities designed to assist parents in becoming active participants in the education of their children.
· Support for personnel, including teacher aides who have been specifically trained, or are being trained, to provide services to immigrant students.

· Provision of tutorials, mentoring, and academic or career counseling for immigrant students.
· Identification and acquisition of curricular materials, educational software, and technologies to be used in the program.
· Basic instructional services directly attributable to the aforementioned school districts, including costs for additional classroom supplies, transportation costs, or other costs directly attributable to such services.
· Other instructional services that are designed to assist immigrant students to achieve in elementary schools and secondary schools in the United States, such as programs of introduction to the educational system and civics education.
· School activities, coordinated with community-based organizations, institutions of higher education, private sector entities, or other entities with expertise in working with immigrants, to assist parents of immigrant students by offering comprehensive community services.
Funding follows similar guidelines for Title III funds established by the Division of English Language Learners & Student Support (DELLSS) and can only be used to provide supplementary services to ELLs and immigrant students. Priority areas for the use of Title III, Part A - Immigrant Funds are as follows:
· Developing new and/or enhancing programs for immigrant students from the Caribbean countries where English is spoken as a dialect.
· Developing new and/or enhancing programs for newcomers.
· Developing new and/or enhancing Transitional Bilingual Education programs and/or Dual Language programs. 
· Improving teaching and learning in core subject areas.
· Implementing strong student supports to increase graduation rates.

Schools receiving Title III, Part A - Immigrant Funds must submit a Title III, Part A - Immigrant Program application, which includes a school plan and a budget narrative describing the use of this funding.  School Wide Program (SWP) schools that are conceptually consolidating their federal, state, and FSF/tax levy funds, as described in their schools’ 2015-2016 CEPs, are not required to submit a separate Title III, Part A - Immigrant Funds budget.  However, SWP schools must submit a description of the strategies/activities the school will implement to meet the needs of new immigrant students and ensure that the intent and purposes of the Title III, Part A - Immigrant Program Funds are met. Schools can access Title III, Part A - Immigrant Program application here. 
Completed applications must be submitted by December 16, 2015 via email to their BFSC’s deputy director for ELLs.  Schools’ allocations are based on the amount each school district receives and the number of schools that meet the allocation threshold.  A list of funded schools are attached. Funds should be scheduled from the Title III Immigrant and Title III Immigrant Supplemental allocation categories.  The Title III Immigrant Supplemental funding is for FY 2016 only.
