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Transitional Bilingual Education (TBE) and Dual Language (DL) Program Model Schools
At this time, funds are being released to selected model Transitional Bilingual Education (TBE) model schools.  In December, funds were released to selected Dual Language (DL) model schools.  School allocations are summarized on the attached tables.
Model Transitional Bilingual Education Programs

Transitional Bilingual Education programs in New York City allow ELLs of one common language to receive instruction in the students’ native language with intensive support in English. As students develop their English proficiency, the time allocated to native-language learning shifts to English-language learning until the student reaches proficiency.  Selected Transitional Bilingual Education (TBE) Model Schools will receive up to $10,000, for individual schools opening their doors to Transitional Bilingual Education schools throughout the city in order to provide guidance and advice to new and/or expanding Transitional Bilingual schools for the 2015-2016 school year.
Model Dual Language Programs

DL programs provide instruction in two languages, to support students in achieving and/or maintaining bilingualism. Students become proficient in reading, writing, and speaking in English and in the target language of the program. Dual Language (DL) Model Schools will receive up to $10,000, for individual schools opening their doors to Dual Language schools throughout the city in order to provide guidance and advice to new and/or Expanding Dual Language schools for the 2015-2016 school year. 
Upon receipt of these funds, participating schools must adhere to the approved program, collaborate with the Division of English Language Learners and Student Support (DELLSS), and open their doors to the new and/or expanding Transitional Bilingual Education or Dual Language program schools. 

Please adhere to the following proposed budget categories and expenditures:

· Supplemental Instructional materials

· Printing costs

· Library books

· Parent Involvement
Funds must be scheduled by mid-March and materials must be ordered by April 1, 2016.  All materials must be delivered by June 30, 2016. 
DELLSS will engage in collaborative efforts to document the implementation of these programs in accordance with both state and local regulations.  As such, there are certain items which may be gathered over the course of the year, aligned to a report detailing the expenditures of the funds schools have received.  These items may include but are not limited to:

· Agendas

· PD Plan(s) and materials 

· Sign-in sheets

· Curricular resources
· Schedules 

· Program models

· Family engagement materials

· Copies of the purchase orders for the materials 

Allocations will be placed in each school’s budget under the allocation category Title III LEP or Title III TBE Model School.  Schools should schedule their allocations in accordance with the budget categories previously mentioned.
