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Mandated Related Services
This memorandum funds mandated related services.  The allocation methodology is based on the recommended population requiring these services and the number of instructors supporting the population.
These funds should be used only to fund IEP mandated related service providers, not Guidance Counselors and Speech teachers who serve at-risk students in general education. Providers who serve both populations should be split funded with this allocation and TL Fair Student Funding, or other appropriate allocations.
The allocation categories used to support this funding are:
· TL RS Mandated Speech Shared

· TL RS Mandated Counseling Shared
Please note that Speech teachers are fully funded with tax levy dollars. The initial Speech allocation will be placed in schools where there are existing mandated Speech teachers on the school Table of Organization in Galaxy. Staffing and funding will need to be aligned with service delivery for the new school year. Borough Field Support Center (BFSC) staff must take appropriate action when staffing assignments are known. Funding for collective bargaining is included in the updated speech teacher and counselor average salaries used to determine allocation amounts.
Funding is based upon the following pupil workloads for related services provided by mandated Speech and Counselors as follows:

Please note: Allocations representing services that may be shared across schools have the word “shared” in the allocation category name. This wording will indicate that such funding may not exclusively represent services to that particular school. Those schools which fund mandated services but which do not share such services with other schools, should also use the allocation categories noted below.  Examples of shared services include those where:
· Principals decide to collaborate with other schools on the given service; 
· Funds are transferred from a school, or group of schools, to a host school or payroll site for payroll and timekeeping purposes for a given service; or

· Services are clustered for many schools.
With regard to the school consolidations that take effect in FY 2017, the calculated funds and FTEs for the consolidated schools have been combined with the allocations of the prevailing schools. For the four schools that will close in June 2016, the receiving schools that register these new students will receive funds in accordance with this SAM to fulfill the requirements of the associated mandate(s).
