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Other than Personal Services (OTPS) for New Schools
The opening of a new school requires funding to cover start-up costs for OTPS for furniture, equipment and supplies.  This memorandum funds costs for one new school opening in FY 2017, schools opened in previous fiscal years that continue to phase-in new grades, and schools with grade reconfigurations.  Programmatic information has been provided by the Office of School Design and Charter Partnerships.
Funds for start-up costs are provided in two streams:  

· Fixed per-school allocation for office equipment and office furniture; and

· Variable allocation for textbooks and supplies. 

One New School Opening in FY 2017 

Since the school will need to establish an office, the bulk of the fixed per-school allocation is allocated in the school’s first year; small additional per school allocations may be allocated in later years of growth.  The school will receive $51,000 in start-up funds directly and an additional $29,000 will be contributed centrally towards technology costs (e.g. phone system, computer, etc).  

A variable per-student allocation will also be allotted to the new school opening this year on the basis of projected register and school type (instructional level and grade span).  A summary of the OTPS start-up allocations is provided on Table 1. 
New Schools Opened Prior to FY 2017 
All new schools existing prior to FY 2017 will receive a per capita allocation of $100 per student based on projected registers for the newly added grade. Schools that have stopped phasing-in, or have no new grades phasing in this year, will not receive an allocation.  In the case of new transfer high schools, allocations will be based on the difference between the prior year’s projected register and the current year’s projected register, if there is a projected register increase according to the school’s educational impact statement. A summary of the per capita allocations for these schools is displayed on Table 1.

Grade Reconfigurations 

Schools undergoing grade reconfigurations that were part of the centrally managed restructuring process will receive a per capita allocation of $80 to help offset the cost of materials needed to support those new grade(s).  

Funding will be placed in the TL OTPS New Schools and TL OTPS New Schools HS allocation categories.
