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Renewal School Program - Expanded Learning Time
This memorandum funds Expanded Learning Time (ELT) for schools participating in the School Renewal Program.
Each FY 2017 Renewal School has transformed into a Community School, knitting together new services that support children’s families, as well as their mental health and physical well-being. These schools also provide an extra hour each day of expanded instruction for all students.  
Each Renewal School annually develops individually tailored implementation plans, known as Renewal School Comprehensive Education Plans (RSCEPs), aligned to their budgets to meet the programmatic goals of the program.
Each participating school will provide an extra hour each day of ELT for all students.  Allocations assume the same class size ratios used in the Fair Student Funding formula.  These schools will receive allocations to support expanded learning time as follows: 
· All students in each Renewal School will be given an opportunity for an additional hour of supplemental instruction each school day.
· Some schools have contracts with community-based organizations which require them to provide more than one hour per day of after-school programming. In these instances, schools and CBOs must work together to align programs so that the first hour serves as the expanded instructional hour for all students in the school.
Funds can also be spent on activities such as math and literacy interventions (phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, vocabulary, comprehension and writing),  SAT/ACT Courses, after school sessions, programs aligned with Common Core Standards, and other types of support in accordance with the school’s overall academic intervention services plan. Furthermore, these funding streams are also available to support the hiring of instructional coaches and any other identified needs (specialists and consultants in Literacy and Math, ELL and SWD support etc.), including personnel and professional development to help bolster AIS programmatic supports.
