[bookmark: _GoBack]The Shubert Foundation/ Music Theatre International Broadway Junior Program is a New York City Department of Education (NYCDOE) initiative aimed at restoring arts education through the support of a full musical theater production at participating schools. In 2016, the program welcomed 15 New York City public middle schools as a Year One cohort -- receiving funding and professional development and training. Over 11 years, the program has helped more than 60 schools launch and in many cases build a sustainable theater program. Designed to build capacity within the schools, the program provides over $10,000 in programming and resources to assist Year One schools, while Year Two schools contribute approximately $5,000 in matching funds towards maintaining this school wide theater initiative. Participating schools committed to producing an annual Broadway Jr. musical in Years Three and beyond continue to receive free rights and royalties.  Currently, over 57 participating schools are producing or continuing to produce Broadway Junior musicals.
