The Office of the Arts and Special Projects is pleased to announce a request for ArtsSPACE (Supporting Performing Arts and Creative Education) proposals.  ArtsSPACE is a tax levy funded competitive grant program that allows New York City public schools to apply for material and resource support to create or refurbish their performing and visual arts spaces.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]ArtsSPACE grants enable schools with a demonstrated commitment to strong arts education programs to move closer to the goals outlined in the NYC Department of Education’s Blueprint for Teaching and Learning in the Arts, the New York State Instructional Requirements for the Arts and a sequential arts curriculum guide for students in grades Pre-K-12. 

ArtsSPACE Grants of up to $250,000 will be awarded over 2016-17 and 2017-18 to up to 50 selected schools or campus sites for facility renovations. However in order to distribute the allocation to as many sites as possible, grants are generally limited to $100,000.

Eligibility Criteria
Previous recipients of an ArtsSPACE grant in 2014-2016 may not apply.

To apply, each school must possess all of the following characteristics:  

(Note: Co-located schools are eligible to apply and should select one school as the lead applicant.)  

· A commitment to arts education, including a strong arts curriculum that follows the citywide Blueprint for Teaching and Learning in the Arts;
· At least one visual or performing arts teacher who can support the school’s instructional and arts program vision;  (Note: Schools without an arts teacher can submit an “Intent to Hire Letter” along with their ArtsSPACE application);
· All principals in the building must support the project; and
· A commitment to implementing the project within six months of the award date and to submitting an evaluation form upon completion of the project.


















Award Selection Process 
This will be a competitive process and final awards will be made by a review team comprised of staff from the Office of the Arts and Special Projects and The Division of School Facilities.  

Please follow the grant application directions carefully as you submit your request.

The selection process will consist of the following:
· Completed application (visit to download an application).
· Original fully completed and signed application and three (3) copies, including all supplemental attachments from the school must be received by the Office of Arts and Special Projects by Friday, April 15 via US mail or hand delivery.  No faxes or emails. No late applications will be accepted.
· Follow-up recommendation by District Superintendent as needed.
· Site visits by the review team to meet the principal, Arts Education Liaison, and arts teachers. 
· Priority will be given to requests that: 
· Are joint applications from campus and shared building sites;
· Increase instructional time in the arts;
· Add an art form to the school’s arts program; and
· Support the school’s arts instructional program and move it closer to meeting the New York State Education Department’s Instructional Requirements for the Arts.

Implementation
The Office of the Arts and Special Projects, and the Division of School Facilities will visit selected schools in September 2016 through January 2017 to assess needs and establish a work plan.  They will also identify and select appropriate vendors and will have the vendors contact the school for installation of approved equipment.  Vendors will be paid directly by Division of School Facilities or the Office of Arts and Special Projects.  

Evaluation
After the project is completed, each grantee will be required to submit a brief report outlining activities and impact of the funded project.  Recipients will be emailed the appropriate information at a later date.
