Sample Lesson Plan: Student Survey Activity
AIM: To use the student survey to learn about and discuss students’ interests and goals.

DO NOW: Complete the first part of the student survey through item #2.

Lesson Steps:

1. Overview

2. Go Over the “DO NOW”: Chart and categorize students’ responses to items #1 and #2.

3. Overview of Items #3 - #7: on the student survey and listen to and chart responses and ideas from several students. Then, ask all students to write their responses to items #3 through #7 on the survey.

4. Place Students Into Small Groups and Give Them the Directions Below:

A. Discuss your responses to the 7 items on the student survey with your fellow group members.

B. As a group, write one additional item on the student survey that you think would be helpful to people who are interested in knowing something about your interests and your goals. 

C. Individually, write your response to the item that you added to the survey.

D. Choose a presenter from your group who will share the item and your responses with the full class.

5. Sharing From Small Groups and Discussion of Additional Items

6. Evaluations and Closing

Homework:  Look at your responses to the items on the student survey, including the item added by your group. Use your responses to the student survey and your own ideas to write a short, three-paragraph personal essay. The first paragraph should contain a statement and description of your interests. The second paragraph should contain a statement and description of your goals. In the final paragraph, write three or more specific steps that you will take to achieve your goals. No need to underline, as none of the other lesson plans underline.
