Narrative description of service. 
The Justice Resource Center (JRC) provides services for schools to start a law enforcement academy program enabling students to study in a comprehensive career and technical education program. The instructional program services include curriculum, course sequences, professional development and technical support at the school site. 
Included in a law enforcement academy is the opportunity to participate in law-related applied learning activities such as Moot Court, law enforcement career fair, interaction with members of the law enforcement community. Through JRC services, students will be exposed to careers in law enforcement (police, fire, homeland security, FBI), work with experts in the field, preparing students for post secondary education or career readiness.
