Narrative description of service. 
The Justice Resource Center (JRC) provides services for schools seeking a 3-4 year comprehensive course of study in a law-related career and technical education program. Courses developed will offer students a comprehensive program, instead of a few law electives. These courses will build upon prior knowledge, align with required courses and state standards, and include the use of technology in law classes. 
The instructional program services include curriculum, course sequences, professional development and technical support at the school site. Included in moving a law program to a comprehensive career and technical education program is the opportunity to participate in more law-related applied learning activities such as Moot Court, Mock Congressional simulations, and more opportunities for interaction with the legal community. Through JRC services, students will be exposed to careers in law-related professions, and prepare students for post secondary education.

What does the Justice Resource Center program provide?
Instructional Component
	Curriculum

The JRC will provide and/or work with schools to develop curriculum for each age group and law-related class, which will be based upon students’ prior knowledge. Interdisciplinary and ELL materials will be provided.


	Student Activities

The JRC will provide students with the opportunity for competitions, Mock Congressional simulations, public policy portfolios, and field visits to court. Schools moving to a 3-4 year program will be included in the citywide student law conference.
	Enhancement to Classroom Learning

The JRC will assist with guest speakers, career day and law day activities.

	Consultation

The JRC will provide program facilities planning, VTEA proposal support, alternative sources of funding opportunities, and budget consultation. The JRC will consult on courses to offer students that complement the required courses.
	Technical support

Staff at the JRC will provide teachers with technical support with implementation of program components.
	Law firm partner

The JRC will endeavor to identify a major law firm to work with the school to support the development of the law academy.

	On-site program support

Staff will make periodic site visits and assist with involving parents and the school community with implementation


	Professional Development

Teachers will be offered professional development sessions in implementing the law-related education, active classroom, methodology.

Schools moving to a 3-4 year career and technical education comprehensive program will also have professional development opportunities for forensic science, and integrating technology with law classes (legal research and writing).
	Meetings

Teachers will meet regularly with JRC staff and will be invited to the JRC citywide law cluster meetings.
