The VE is part of an international network of simulated businesses (practice firms) in which students trade with others from around the world, thus exposing them to different cultures and the global marketplace. For a more detailed program description, go to www.veinternational.orgmodel for 
The Virtual Enterprise is a one-year, double-period class that provides students with Economics credit (H8) and is typically a capstone course to a two-to-three year NYSED-approved CTE program of study in Entrepreneurship or E-Commerce.  Schools that implement the full Entrepreneurship or E-Commerce Program of study (not a VE class only) that conforms to the requirements of the NYSED may use supplemental funding to pay for this program.
